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Alibaba eyes brick-and-mortar

A eries, Alibaba Group is setting
its sights on a new part of
China’s $4-trillion retail sector:
Department stores.

The e-commerce giant, which is also
venturing into cloud computing and
entertainment, is increasingly looking
at traditional brick-and-mortar busi-

- nesses, Chairman Jack Ma, Vice-
Chairman Joseph Tsai and Chief
Executive Officer Daniel Zhang said in
interviews with Bloomberg News on the
company’s 18th anniversary. Alibaba,
started in Ma’s apartment in 1999, is
worth $458 billion today.

The executives, speaking lessthana
month after Amazon.com closed its
$13.7 billion acquisition of Whole Foods
Market, discussed Alibaba’s strategy for
dealing with competition, its vision on
data and challenges the company will
face. Ma said Alibaba will need to
embrace a different mindset given its
current size, and move away from its
asset-light approach to grab a bigger
share of global trade.

“I think when you are young, tiny, a
light model is good. When you are
strong, big —think about it —you need

heavy things. There is no heavy is good,

or light is good -a mix is good. To be effi-
cient, you need to connect light and
heavy models together. But with
Alibaba’s size today, you should not
leave the heavy model to others, it’s
something you have to do because the
infrastructure you are building up, you
have to invest,” Ma said.

Alibaba is also increasingly find-
ingitself in competition with Tencent
Holdings over payments, cloud com-
puting and financial services. Tencent
Chairman Pony Ma (not a relation)
and Jack Ma both aspire to expand
beyond China.

Alibaba is also battling Amazon as it
seeks growth in Southeast Asia, with e-
commerce in Indonesia alone projected
to reach $65 billion by 2020 from $8 bil-
lion now, according to a report by
Macquarie Research.

“Ithink even Pony does not have the
same experience of globalisation as us.
So for everybody, it's new. For Amazon,
Ithink e-commerce only started like 20

to 25 years ago, so nobody is an expert,
especially when doing businesses in oth-
er nations. We are new. The competi-
tion that you should worry about is
going to be in local areas,” Ma said.

“T've been saying this again and again
internally. Alibaba going outside China
is not about globalising Alibaba. We are
globalising e-commerce infrastructure.
We are trying to build the infrastructure
of online payments. We are trying to
build an infrastructure of logistics, and
we are trying to build an infrastructure
of cloud computing,” Ma said.

“We are going there so that, say they
need the payment system,
logistic system, they
need the platform sys-
tem. Now they can
sell things globally.
We are interested in
the cross-border trad-
ingand e-commerce. I
don't think Tencent !
can do that. Because

we've been doing this for 15 years. They
will probably be good on the payments,
especially if you are using WeChat,
which the Chinese people are using. But
when you go to India, Indian people
don’t use WeChat, they probably can-
not doa lot,” he said.

With China’s tighter cyber security
laws, technology companies face more
challenges in the country. Alibaba is
already China’s biggest cloud-com-
puting provider, with the unit project-
ed to make up 15 per cent of Alibaba’s
revenue by 2021, according to
JPMorgan Chase.

“Idon’t know how we
can make money out of data.
Data is so important for human
development in society. It’s
gonna be as precious as oil
in the last century.
So we have to
work thatout,”
he said.

London train bomb blast injures 22

London, 15 September

A home-made bomb explod-
ed on a packed rush-hour
commuter train in London
injuring 22 people on Friday,
police said, in what was
being treated as the fifth ter-
rorism attack in Britain this
year.

Passengers on board a
train heading into the capi-
tal fled as fire engulfed a car-
riage at Parsons Green
underground station in West
London after the explosion
at 8.20 am (07:20 GMT).

Some suffered burns
while others were injured in
a stampede to escape. The
National Health Service said
22 people had been taken to
London hospitals. None
were thought to be in a seri-
ous condition, the ambu-
lance service said.

“We now assess that this
was a detonation of an impro-
vised explosive device,”
Britain’s top counter-terror-
ism officer Mark Rowley told
reporters. He said most of the
injuries were thought to be
flash burns. Rowley declined
to answer whether the
authorities knew who was
responsible or if the suspect-
ed bomber had been on the
train. Prime Minister Theresa

May returned to London to
chair a meeting of Britain’s
emergency response com-
mittee later on Friday. “My
thoughts are with those
injured at Parsons Green and
the emergency services who,
once again, are responding
swiftly and bravely to a sus-
pected terrorist incident,”
May said.

I looked up
and saw the whole carriage
engulfed in flames making its
way towards me,” Ola
Fayankinnu, who was on the
train, told Reuters.

. North Korea fired a missile
that flew over Japan’s north-
ern Hokkaido far out into the
Pacific Ocean on Friday,
South Korean and Japanese
officials said, deepening ten-
sion after Pyongyang’s recent
test of its most powerful
nuclear bomb.

The missile flew over
Japan and landed in the
Pacific about 2,000 km (1,240
miles) east of Hokkaido,
Japanese Chief Cabinet
Secretary Yoshihide Suga told
reporters.

The missile reached an
altitude of about 770 km (480
miles) and flew for about 19
minutes over a distance of
about 3,700 km (2,300
miles),.according to South
Korea’s military —far
enough to reach the US
Pacific territory of Guam.

. On August 29, North
Korea launched an interme-
diate-range ballistic missile,
the Hwasong-12, which trav-
elled 2,700 km (1,700 miles),
also over Japan. “The range
of this test was significant
since North Korea demon-

Guam with this missile,” the
Union of Concerned
Scientists said in a statement.
However, it said the accuracy
of the missile, still at an early
stage of development, was
low, so it would be difficult
to destroy the US Andersen
Air Force Base on Guam.

Warning announcements
about the missile blared
around 10:00 pm GMT
Thursday in parts of north-
ern Japan, while many resi-
dents received alerts on their
mobile phones or saw warn-
ings on TV telling them to
seek refuge.

US Secretary of Defense
Jim Mattis said the launch
“putmillions of Japanese into
duck and cover”, although
residents of northern Japan
appeared calm and went
about their business as nor-
mal after the second such
launch in less than a month.

The US military said soon
afterthe launch it had detect-
ed asingle intermediate range
ballistic missile but the mis-
sile did not pose a threat to
North America or the US
Pacific territory of Guam.
